( Specific word, person, event, term, etc. chosen to represent that letter is obvious.

( Picture/Illustration that corresponds with each word.

( At least a 3-sentence caption explaining the word and picture

A Helpful Little Research Hint…
When searching for something on the Internet, use symbols to help you.

For example, if searching for Canadians in WWII, type it into the search page like this: “Canadians” + “World War II”.  The quotation marks (“ ”) make the search look only for the words in those marks and the plus sign (+) looks for the two words together.  That way “Canadians” + “World War II” will bring back information on Canadians in WWII.
